Egon Wiedermann - dobry ¢lovek, archeolég,
vedec, ucitel, kolega, priatel.

Egon uzrel svetlo sveta v utorok 4. augusta 1953
v Topol'¢anoch, kde nadobudol zédkladné aj stre-
doskolské vzdelanie. Po maturite na Strednej
vSeobecnovzdelavacej  Skole  (gymnazium)
v Topol'¢anoch (1971) sa vydava v tstrety profes-
nému zivotu ako laborant a vytvarnik, neskor aj
ako technik na archeologickom vyskume. V ro-
koch 1976 - 1980 obohatil svoje dusevné obzory
stadiom archeolégie na Filozofickej fakulte UK
v Bratislave. Po absolutériu posobil ako vedecky
pracovnik v Archeologickom tstave Slovenskej
akadémie vied v Nitre (1981 - 1982), nasledne
ako odborny pracovnik vo Vlastivednom mu-
zeu v Topol'¢anoch (1983 - 1994). Od roku 1994
posobil ako vysokoskolsky pedagog - odborny
asistent (1994), docent (2001) a profesor (2004)
na Katedre archeolégie a Katedre muzeol6-
gie Filozofickej fakulty Univerzity Konstantina
Filozofa v Nitre. V ramci svojej vedecko-vy-
skumnej a pedagogickej posobnosti sa zameral
na prehistorickti a véasnostredovekt archeol6-
giu, environmentalnu a krajinna archeolégiu,
archeol6giu migracii a archeomuzeologiu.

Pocas svojho profesijného posobenia sa
predmetom jeho pozornosti stal regién Ponitrie
a pohorie StraZzovskych vrchov. Tie stali v cen-
tre zdujmu jeho archeologickych terénnych
prieskumov a vyskumov. A Ze ich nebolo malo.
Viedol desiatky vyznamnych archeologickych
vyskumov (zachranny archeologicky vyskum
v Nitre-DAB (1982), zadchranny a systematicky
vyskum na polykultarnom sidlisku v Hajnej
Novej Vsi-Luky (1982 - 1990), zachranny vy-
skum Chrabrany-severny extravilan (1985), za-
chranny vyskum Oponice-SM (1986), zachran-
ny vyskum Topol¢any-Hrad (1991), zachran-
ny vyskum Topol¢any-Kaplnka Panny Marie
(1993), zachranny vyskum Sol¢any-Patrikova
(1994), zachranno-zistovaci vyskum Sadok-
kostol Panny Marie Kralovnej anjelov (1996),
zachranny vyskum Topol'¢any-Namestie M. R.
Stefanika (2001), zachranny vyskum Topol¢any -
Polyfunkény dom/Skultétyho ul. (2007) a mnohé
dalsie. Ak raz bude histéria robit odpocet, zisti,
Ze i8lo o priblizne 290 nélezovych sprav z arche-
ologickych vyskumov a terénnych prieskumov.

Egon Wiedermann - a good person, an archaeo-
logist, a scientist, a teacher, a colleague, a friend.

Egon was born into this world on Tuesday, 4™
August 1953, in Topol¢any, where he completed
his primary and secondary education. After the
final exams at the Secondary Grammar School
in Topol'¢any (1971), he enters his career as a la-
boratory assistant and artist, and later also as a
technician in archaeological investigation. In
1976 - 1980, he broadened his horizons by the
study of archaeology at the Faculty of Arts of
the Comenius University Bratislava. After grad-
uation, he worked as a scientist at the Institute of
Archaeology of the Slovak Academy of Sciences in
Nitra (1981 - 1982), and later as a specialist in the
Homeland Museum in Topol¢any (1983 - 1994).
Since 1994, he worked as a university teacher-
assistant professor (1994), associate professor
(2001) and professor (2004) at the Department of
Archaeology and the Department of Museology at
the Faculty of Arts of Constantine the Philosopher
University in Nitra. In his scientific research and
pedagogical work he focused on prehistoric and
early medieval archaeology, environmental and
landscape archaeology, archaeology of migra-
tions and archaeomuseology.

During his career, he focused on the region of
Ponitrie and the StraZzovskeé vrchy hills. They were
in the centre of his field excavations and surveys.
And there were many. He was the leader of im-
portant rescue excavations (the rescue excavation
in Nitra-DAB (1982), the rescue and systematic
excavation at the polycultural site in Hajna Nova
Ves-Laky (1982 - 1990), the rescue excavation at
Chabrany-north of the village (1985), the rescue
excavation in Oponice-SM site (1986), the rescue
excavation at Topol'¢any-Castle (1991), the rescue
excavation at Topol¢any-Chapel of the Virgin
Mary (1993), the rescue excavation at Sol¢any-
Patrikova (1994), the rescue/development-led
excavation at Sddok-Church of the Virgin Mary
the Queen of Angels (1996), the rescue exca-
vation at Topol¢any-Namestie M. R. Stefanika
square (2001), the rescue excavation at Topol ¢any-
Polyfunkény dom/Skultétyho ul. site (2007) and
many others. There were roughly 290 find reports
from archaeological excavations and field sur-
veys, if history ever draws a conclusion.



Jeho 3pecializacia sa odzrkadlila aj v ziska-
nych vedeckych grantoch, v ktorych posobil
ako vedtci projektu, alebo spoluriesitel. Medzi
kIai¢ové patrili: Transekt krajinou. Vyskum struk-
tiiry prehistorického osidlenia v mikroregione (2001
- 2003), Prehistorické polykultirne sidlisko Hajnd
Novad Ves (2004 - 2006), Synergia krajiny a vyuZi-
vanie (Land use) stredodunajskej zeme od ddavnoveku
(2008 - 2010), Krajina a kultura Zdapadnych Karpdt
v koevolucnom procese (2013 - 2015) a Z pontskych
stepi na zdpad - ku Karpatom a Dunaju (2017 - 2019).

Vysledky svojho béddania publikoval prie-
bezne v periodiku AVANS - Archeologické vy-
skumy a nélezy na Slovensku. Vedecké studie
vydal v pocetnych domaécich i zahrani¢nych ve-
deckych zbornikoch a periodikach registrova-
nych aj vo WoS a SCOPUS (Studijné zvesti AU
SAV, Slovenska archeolégia, Studia Historica
Nitriensia, Acta Nitriensiae).

Medzi jeho vyznamnu vedecka tvorbu pat-
ria aj monografie v domadcich a zahrani¢nych
vydavatel'stvach (VEDA, British Archaeological
Reports, Peter Lang Verlag). K jeho najznamej-
$im patria: Archeologické pamiatky topolcianskeho
miizea (Nitra 1985), Archeoenviromentdlne stidie
prehistororickej krajiny (Nitra 2003), The Prehistoric
Multicultural ~ Settlement of Hajnd Novd Ves
(Slovakia): Cultural-historical, settlement-archaeolo-
gical and archaeo-environmental contexts in Western
Carpathia at the end of the early prehistoric and in the
late prehistoric periods (Oxford 2013), The World be-
hind the World: Intercultural Processes of European
Civilization (Berlin 2020) a d'alsie.

Kronika jeho odborného Zivota neméze opo-
menut zdujem o regionalnu histériu a vyvoj
osidlenia Ponitria. Tato problematiku redigoval
v regionalnych monografiach Topolcany (1997),
Partizanske (2000), Kldtova Novd Ves (2007),
Topolcany (2010) a tiez, ako jeden zo zostavo-
vatelov v monografii z edicie Staré Slovensko:
Dejiny Slovenska od praveku po vrcholny stredovek
1, Archeoldgia ako historickd veda (2013).

Zdoraznit je vhodné aj jeho redakéntt pracu
v rokoch 2002 - 2012, ked’ bol hlavnym edito-
rom spolo¢ného c¢asopisu Katedier histérie, ar-
cheolégie a muzeologie Studia historica Nitriensia
na Filozofickej fakulte Univerzity Konstantina
Filozofa v Nitre.

Egon Wiedermann bol pocteny viacerymi oce-
neniami za origindlne vedecké a odborné publi-
kacie evidované v medzinadrodnych databazach
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His specialization was reflected also in all
the obtained science grants in which he was
the principal investigator or a member of the
investigating team. The key projects included
the Transekt krajinou. Vyskum Struktiry prehis-
torického osidlenia v mikroregione (2001 - 2003),
Prehistorické polykultiirne sidlisko Hajna Nova Ves
(2004 - 2006), ynergia krajiny a vyuZivanie (Land
use) stredodunajskej zeme od ddvnoveku (2008 -
2010), Krajina a kultira Zapadnych Karpait v koevo-
luc¢nom procese (2013 - 2015) and Z pontskych ste-
pi na zdpad - ku Karpatom a Dunaju (2017 - 2019).

He published the results of his research
in the periodical AVANS - Archaeological
Excavations and Finds in Slovakia. He pub-
lished his studies in numerous domestic as well
as foreign scientific collections and journals reg-
istered in WoS/SCOPUS (Studijné zvesti AU
SAYV, Slovenska archeolégia, Studia Historica
Nitriensia, Acta Nitriensiae).

Hisimportantscholarly works include mono-
graphs in domestic and international publish-
ing houses (VEDA, British Archaeological
Reports, Peter Lang Verlag). Among the best
works are: Archeologické pamiatky topolcianskeho
miizea (Nitra 1985), Archeoenviromentilne stii-
die prehistororickej krajiny (Nitra 2003), The
Prehistoric Multicultural Settlement of Hajnd Novd
Ves (Slovakia): Cultural-historical, settlement-ar-
chaeological and archaeo-environmental contexts in
Western Carpathia at the end of the early prehistoric
and in the late prehistoric periods (Oxford 2013),
The World behind the World: Intercultural Processes
of European Civilization (Berlin 2020) and others.

The chronicles of his professional life can-
not omit his interest in regional history and the
evolution of settlement in Ponitrie. He edited
this topic in regional monographs - Topolcany
(1997), Kldtova Novd Ves (2007), Topol¢any (2010)
and also as one of the compilers in the mono-
graph from the edition called Staré Slovensko:
Dejiny Slovenska od praveku po vrcholny stredovek
1, Archeoldgia ako historickad veda (2013).

We should also emphasize his editorial work
in the years 2002 - 2012 when he was the editor
in chief in the common journal of the History,
Archaeology and Museology departments
Studia Historica Nitriensia at the Faculty of Arts
of the Constantine the Philosopher University
in Nitra.

Na Filozofickejfakulte Univerzity Konstantina
Filozofa v Nitre prednasal na Katedre archeo-
logie a Katedre muzeoldgie, na ktorej v rokoch
2006 az 2017 posobil ako vedtci zamestnanec.
Viedol pocetné bakaladrske, magisterské a dizer-
tacné prace. Posobil ako garant vedecko-peda-
gogickych postupov a studijnych programov na
UKF vo vsetkych stuptioch (inauguroval jedné-
ho profesora a habilitoval styroch docentov).

Svojim posobenim, nielen odbornym, ale aj
I'udskym, ovplyvnil mnozstvo Studentov, dnes
uz kolegov a priatelov. Jeho vedecky odkaz,
rovnako ako jeho stadie nie st iba o materialnej
kultare/nélezoch. V ich pomyselnej filozofickej
nadstavbe je vyjadrena myslienka existencie Zi-
vota ako najvyssej hodnoty. To prezentuje svo-
jim naplnenym Zzivotom, ujasnenymi nazormi
i vSednym spravanim aj sam jubilant.

Prirodzend symbi6za c¢loveka a prirody je
dar, cesta, poslanie. Presne taka je aj cesta Egona
Wiedermanna. Jeho nekonven¢ny pristup, nent-
tend muadrost a vecny nadhlad podnietili dlhé
hodiny spolo¢ného diskutovania o diani okolo
nas. Netajime sa tym, Ze jeho 'udska a profesi-
ondlna existencia zanechala stopy (nielen) v na-
sich Zzivotoch.

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Egon Wiedermann has been honoured with
multiple awards for original scientific and schol-
arly publications recorded in international
databases and for his internationally accepted
publishing activity. In the course of his scientif-
ic and pedagogical work, he was a member of
several scientific boards as well as committees at
home and abroad.

At the Faculty of Arts of the Constantine the
Philosopher University in Nitra, he gave lec-
tures at the Department of Archaeology and
Department of Museology, where he worked as
Head of Department from 2006 to 2017. He was a
consultant for numerous bachelor works, diplo-
ma works and dissertations. He was a guarantor
for scientific-pedagogical procedures and study
programmes at CPU at all levels (he inaugurat-
ed one professor and habilitated four associate
professors).

He has influenced many students, now col-
leagues and friends, with his attitude - not only
professional but also personal. His scientific lega-
cy as well as his studies are not only about ma-
terial culture or discoveries. In their imaginary
philosophical superstructure, there is the idea of
the existence of life as the highest value. He pre-
sents this idea with his fulfilled life, clear opin-
ions and everyday behaviour.

The natural symbiosis of man and nature is a
gift, a journey, a mission. This exactly is the jour-
ney of Egon Wiedermann. His unconvention-
al attitude, natural wisdom and rational views
have started long hours of common disputes
about the things happening around us. We open-
ly admit that his human and professional exis-
tence has left traces (not only) in our lives.
